SUMMARY/BACKGROUND:  Council member Harold Wise has submitted his resignation by e-mail, effective Thursday, January 13, 2011.  Harold took the oath of office for his current term on June 11, 2009.  The term would normally run until the first regular Council meeting in June, 2013.

ARS §§38-291(3) and 38-294 require that any resignation of a public officer be in writing and formally accepted by the public body.  [As a note of interest, in May 1998 Council member Bill Howeth submitted a written resignation to Mayor Killingsworth which was then passed around to the other Council members.  However, because he subsequently withdrew the resignation before it was placed on a Council agenda and formally accepted, he did not actually resign.  Indeed, he stayed on for another year and finished out his term.]
Any vacancy on the Council is filled by appointment of the remaining Council members.  Town Code §2-01-040 provides (in conjunction with ARS §38-295(C)) that the appointment be for the remainder of the unexpired term.  ARS §9-235(A)(2) does give communities the option of making the appointment only until the next regularly-scheduled council election, but only if the vacancy occurs more than thirty days before the nomination petition deadline.  Prescott Valley has not adopted that option in its Code.  But, even if it had, this particular vacancy is occurring after the nomination petition deadline for 2011 so the appointment would have to be made for the remaining term. 

As to the appointment process itself, the Council has recently been through the process with the appointment of Rick Anderson back in 2009.  A similar process will undoubtedly be guided by the Town Clerk.  [As a note of interest, ARS §38-431.03(A)(1) does allow the Council to go into executive session to discuss appointment of Council members.  However, this process has not historically been used.]
OPTIONS ANALYSIS:  The Council may either accept or decline to accept the resignation notice submitted by Council member Harold Wise.
ACTION OPTION:  Motion to accept the resignation of Council member Harold Wise, OR Motion not to accept the resignation of Council member Harold Wise.  VOTE.
RECOMMENDATION:  Staff has no recommendation.
