SUMMARY/BACKGROUND: There is an opportunity for the Town to apply for up to $300,000 in
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) State Special Projects (SSP) funds that are awarded state
wide on a competitive basis. Projects eligible for the competitive grants must meet at least one of the
following criteria: 1) at least 51% of the persons who benefit from the project must have low-to-moderate
income; 2) the project must aid in the prevention or elimination of slum or blight; or 3) the project must
address an urgent health hazard.

On December 16, 2010, the Council held a public hearing to obtain input from the public regarding
potential projects. During the hearing, several projects were presented for the Council’s consideration:

» $300,000 — Loos Drive Improvements to include an additional lane, curb & gutter, & drainage
improvements — Submitted by Town Staff

$300,000 — Street Lighting Improvement Program at intersections in residential neighborhoods
north and south of Mountain Valley Park — Submitted by Town Staff

$10,200 — Repaint interior and exterior walls at Adult Day Center — Submitted by Adult Day
Center

$8,000 — Replace exterior doors and locks on building — Submitted by Stepping Stones

$12,000 — Replace flooring in transitional housing apartments — Submitted by Stepping Stones
$40,000 — Add siding for a shelter — Submitted by Stepping Stones
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Due to the competitive nature of the grant and the limited funds available, the Arizona Department of
Housing requests that communities only submit one project for funding consideration. Staff now seeks
direction from the Council as to the priority of the proposed projects. After receiving direction, staff will
prepare an agenda item for the regular Council meeting on March 24™, 2011, for a second public hearing
to discuss the selected project.

Staff was successful in procuring this competitive grant during the last funding cycle, which was used to
complete the Loos Drive Multi-Use Path between the Boys & Girls Club and Mountain View Elementary
School.

ACTION OPTION: Staff seeks Council direction in order to prioritize the projects for a final public
hearing on March 24, 2011.

FISCAL ANALYSIS: Approximately $3 million is available statewide during this grant cycle. Grant
awards are capped at $300,000 and do not require matching funds.
