SUMMARY/BACKGROUND: The Prescott Valley Art Guild wishes to present to the Town
of Prescott Valley a gift that celebrates the State of Arizona’s centennial in Prescott Valley in the
form of an outdoor painted mural.

The mural as proposed would fill an approximate space of 4x10ft and would be applied to one of
three outdoor vertical wall areas on the east side of the Civic Center campus (as shown in the
placement option attachments). The Guild is not proposing any obligation by the Town other
than a commitment to assist in repairing the mural within a reasonable period of time if it is
vandalized and working with the Guild to determine if and when it must be permanently
removed.

OPTIONS ANALYSIS: The Council may accept the proposed Centennial Mural from the Art
Guild and designate its placement location, OR decline the proposal.

ACTION OPTION: Motion to accept from the Prescott Valley Art Guild a proposal to donate to
the Town a Centennial Mural substantially in the form attached hereto, for placement as follows

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends acceptance of this proposal for a Centennial Mural
by the Prescott Valley Art Guild.
