1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Skoog called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
2. INVOCATION

Father Dan Vollmer of the St. Germaine Catholic Church gave the invocation after which Vice
Mayor Lasker presented him with a Certificate of Appreciation for providing the service.

3. PRESCOTT VALLEY POLICE DEPARTMENT COLOR GUARD PRESENTS COLORS

4. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

5. PRESCOTT VALLEY POLICE DEPARTMENT PROMOTION CEREMONY

Mayor Skoog called each police officer forward individually to receive the Oath of Office and
congratulating each for their promotions. Town Clerk Diane Russell read each officer’s
biography after which each officer was ‘pinned' by their wife. The PVPD Chief and Supervisors
said a few words about each officer as they came forward. The officers promoted were: Corporal
Pat Ruiz was promoted to Sergeant, Corporal Chad Kreuger was promoted to Sergeant, Officer
Jeremy Martin was promoted to Corporal, and Officer Tyran Payne was promoted to Corporal.
Each officer introduced family attending and thanked the Command Staff for the honor bestowed
upon them.

6. RECESS FOR REFRESHMENTS

Mayor Skoog called for a brief recess at 6:06 p.m.
7. RECONVENE

Mayor Skoog reconvened the meeting at 6:20 p.m.

8. ROLL CALL
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Present: Council Member Tjiema, Mayor Skoog, Council Member Mallory, Vice Mayor Lasker,
Council Member Nye, and Council Member Anderson.

9. SCHEDULED ANNOUNCEMENTS & PRESENTATIONS

No announcements or presentations were made.

10. COMMENTS/COMMUNICATIONS

Vice Mayor Lasker commented about the abundant attendance of family and fellow officers for
the promotion ceremony for the officers.

Council member Nye announced the resignation of Council member Henry Schmitt and asked

that everyone think positively about him and good thoughts given his health situation. He will be
missed on this council and leaves a big hole on the council.

Vice Mayor Lasker made the MOTION, seconded by Council Member Mallory, to approve all
items listed on the consent agenda, by electronic vote. MOTION carried with 6 ayes and 0 nays.

12. NEW BUSINESS (FOR REVIEW, COMMENT, AND/OR POSSIBLE ACTION)

a. Consideration of reappointing James Gamble to the Board of Adjustments to a term with a
renewal date of January 31, 2015

Vice Mayor Lasker stated that Mr. James Gamble expressed an interest in serving on the Board
of Adjustments for another term. The committee makes the recommendation to reappoint Mr.
Gamble. Mr. Gamble came forward and stated that it is his honor and privilege to serve again
and thanked the council for the opportunity.
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Council Member Nye made the MOTION, seconded by Vice Mayor Lasker, to reappoint James
Gamble to the Board of Adjustments to a term with a renewal date of January 31, 2015, by
electronic vote. MOTION carried with 6 ayes and 0 nays.

b. Consideration of appointing Lana Young to a term expiring October 31, 2014 on the
Planning and Zoning Commission

Vice Mayor Lasker stated that the committee reviewed the applicants and are making the
recommendation that Lana Young be appointed to the open position. Lana Young thanked
Council for the opportunity and hopes to bring skills and knowledge to the P & Z Commission.

Vice Mayor Lasker made the MOTION, seconded by Council Member Nye, to appoint
Lana Young to a term expiring October 31, 2014 on the Planning and Zoning Commission, by
electronic vote. MOTION carried with 6 ayes and 0 nays.

c. Consideration of appointing Bill Johnstone to a term expiring October 31 2012 on the
Planning and Zoning Commission

Vice Mayor Lasker stated that the committee reviewed the applicants and are making the
recommendation that Bill Johnstone be appointed to the open position. Bill Johnstone came
forward and expressed his appreciation for being given this opportunity to work with the P & Z
Commission. Johnstone stated that essentially PV is a new town and with it comes the
opportunity to do good things at the right time that hopefully the P & Z Commission can help
council along with.

Vice Mayor Lasker made the MOTION, seconded by Council Member Tjiema, to appoint Bill
Johnstone to a term expiring October 31 2012 on the Planning and Zoning Commission, by
electronic vote. MOTION carried with 6 ayes and 0 nays.

d. Consideration of authorizing the Mayor to sign Resolution No. 1780 expressing formal
support of the Yavapai County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan

Boyd Robertson came forward to answer any questions council may have regarding the hazard
mitigation plan. Council members stated that this was covered in depth at last week's work study
session with many questions answered at that time. Robertson stated that this plan entails 9
jurisdictions including all the Yavapai county unincorporated areas and the tribe.

Council Member Tjiema made the MOTION, seconded by Council Member Mallory, to
authorize the Mayor (or, in his absence, the Vice Mayor) to sign Resolution No. 1780 adopting
and approving the 2011 updated Yavapai County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan, by
electronic vote. MOTION carried with 6 ayes and 0 nays.

e. Consideration of approving the Holder of Record Agreement and Memorandum of
Agreement to meet NCIC and ACJIS requirements
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Chief Fessler explained that he is seeking support for the NCIC (national) and ACJIS (state)
Memorandum of Agreement and Holder of Record Agreement. Council had no questions about
the two agreements as it was studied in work study session.

Council Member Mallory made the MOTION, seconded by Council Member Nye, to approve

the Holder of Record Agreement and Memorandum of Agreement, by electronic vote. MOTION
carried with 6 ayes and O nays.

13. COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC

a. Scott Helfinstine thanked council for their financial support of the Prescott Valley
Economic Development Foundation and for assisting with their mission of bringing
quality jobs to Prescott Valley. As a member of the Central Arizona Partnership, he
expressed appreciation for council’s and staff’s support of their regional economic
development program.

b. Richard Imburgia came forward as a follow-up to a meeting he had with Town Manager
Larry Tarkowski about photo radar. Also included in this meeting were command staff
from the PD and a retired officer. He is not against photo radar - just the way it is
promoted. He had the following questions: Is it revenue neutral? Has it reduced
accidents? Is photo radar the reason accidents are down in Prescott Valley? Mr. Imburgia
stated that a lot of information was dispersed stating that yes it is the reason accidents are
down. He contends that the answer is no. Accident numbers at the light on SR 69 are the
same and figures produced in the paper were incorrect. Imburgia stated that Tarkowski
blamed the inaccuracies in the paper on the reporter. From October 2006 through
September 2011 the system captured 198,000 + violations, of which 102,000+ were
photo radar violations. Forty-six percent of them “were taken care of”. If forty-six
percent were taken care of, (approximately 50,000) then $33.26 x 50,000+ net should
come to the Town which results in almost $1.6 million in profit to the town. He could not
see how that could not be profitable for the Town. PVPD officials told him photo radar is
not the main reason accidents are down in Prescott Valley, yet it has been reported that
photo radar is the reason accidents are down in Prescott Valley. That should be corrected.
With all that money coming in, there must be another reason for having photo radar.
When the contract was made was it for the special interest of sales tax. The contracts
were made in 2005 and 2006 which is about the same time photo radar came into effect
in (2006). “I wonder if they were just trying to make up the money they were losing on
sales tax in this Town.”

14. ADJOURNMENT

Council Member Tjiema made the MOTION, seconded by Council Member Nye, to adjourn the
meeting, by electronic vote. MOTION carried with 6 ayes and 0 nays. Mayor Skoog adjourned
the meeting at 6:44 p.m.
