SUMMARY/BACKGROUND:    The Off-Track Pari-mutuel Wagering License permits Antelope Lanes 

to serve as a satellite location for wagering off-track bets.  When the license is up for renewal, the town 

must give its consent for forwarding the license request on to the State.  The last term of a three-year 

permit for Antelope Lanes was valid from September 9, 2009 through May 31, 2012.  The term of this 

permit will be from June 1, 2012 through May 31, 2015.

OPTIONS ANALYSIS:   Without Town approval, this license will not be issued by the State.  Although 

licenses of this type have been approved over the last 9 years at Antelope Lanes, the Council has the option of 

not agreeing to this permit.
